By Car from Lausanne/Geneva: On auto-route A5 in the tunnel under the city of
Neuchéatel, take the exit “Neuchatel-Monruz”. Drive on the Route de Neuchatel
direction Saint-Blaise. After crossing the St. Blaise centre, at a round-about turn
right to St. Blaise Gare (railway station). Park at the railway station, or at the port,
and walk towards the lake. You will not miss the spot.

By Car from Bern/Biel: On auto-route A5, just after Marin, exit for St. Blaise and
drive towards ST. Blaise Port and Railway station. Park at the railway station or port.
